BOSTON CITY TOUR / FREEDOM TRAIL 
Thursday, September 5, 2019  

 
Explore the history of America's oldest ship the USS 
Constitution, through participatory exhibits, computer 
simulations, and art and preservation galleries.  Visit the 
Museum store for mementos.  As time permits, tour Old 
Ironsides herself.  Enjoy free time and lunch on your own 
at Quincy Market, also called Faneuil Hall Marketplace.  
There are over 100 stores, pushcarts, restaurants, and 
plenty of entertainment.  Continue on a guided driving tour 
of Boston.  See some of the most famous sites along the 
Freedom Trail including Boston Common, the forty-eight 
acre park where the British mustered for Lexington and 
Concord, the site of the Boston Massacre, the Old North 
Church where the two lanterns were hung, “One if by Land, 
Two if by Sea”, and other points of interest.
